 Central Environment Authority of Sri Lanka (CEA) has banned the 
use of polythene lunch sheets, rigifoam boxes and shopping bags, with 
effect from 1st September, due to the environmental hazard. But 
changing to that restriction is not an easy task. So we thought of dis-
cussing about some of the alternatives which can strengthen,  encour-
age and motivate community support to resist polythene and plastic. 
 
Reusable Shopping Bags come in canvas, woven plastic fiber, hemp, 
cotton and even leather is one option. You'll also find nylon  that fold 
up into a pouch small enough to fit in your pocket. By avoiding plastic 
bags, you won't have them accumulating in your cupboards, and you 
don't have to worry about where they go when you throw them out. 
 Making conventional thermoplastics biodegradable is another option. 
By throwing in additives called prodegradant concentrates (PDCs) at 
levels of 3 percent to conventional thermoplastics can promote nearly 
complete degradation; 95 percent of the plastic is in bacteria-friendly 
fragments within four weeks. They're currently used in world to    
manufacture single-use plastics such as thin plastic shopping bags, 
disposable diapers, trash bags. 

Another usage is biodegradable plastics called aliphatic polyesters. We 
can make the manufacturers upgrade their machines to make use of 
aliphatic polyesters materials like PCL Polyesters, PHA Polyesters and 
PLA Polyesters. 
Another promising new bioplastic, or biopolymer is called liquid 
wood. Biopolymers fake it; these materials look, feel and act just like 
plastic but, unlike petroleum-based plastic, they're biodegradable. This 
particular biopolymer comes from pulp-based lignin, a renewable   
resource. Manufacturers mix lignin, a byproduct of paper mills, with 
water, and then expose the mixture to serious heat and pressure to   
create a moldable composite material that's strong and nontoxic.    
German researchers have incorporated this plastic substitute into a  
variety of items including toys, golf tees and even hi-fi speaker boxes. 
Use of Glass is another option. Unlike plastic, which often is derived 
from fossil fuels, glass is made from sand. This renewable resource 
doesn't contain chemicals that can leach into your food or body. And 
it's easily recycled  whether you throw bottles in your recycling bin to 
be turned into new bottles or reuse glass jars for storing leftovers. 
Sure, glass may break if dropped, but it won't melt in your microwave. 
Another suggestion is to use of alternative materials such as banana 
leaves, lotus leaves and paper bags as an alternative to lunch 
sheets. Make use of reusable lunch boxes whenever possible is also a 
good move. 
Sri Lanka this year, also faced its worst ever dengue epidemic with 
over 225 patients killed and over 80,000 infected. Wildlife too has 
been killed in many instances, where these animals had consumed  
polythene and plastic while rummaging through garbage dumps in 
search of food. Hence the ban is a welcome move, but on the flip side, 
viable alternatives must also be sought for those who will be affected 
by the ban.
